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THE PROBLEM OF RELATIONS BETWEEN PALMYRA AND ROME
IN THE FIRST HALF OF THE THIRD CENTURY

Abstract. Palmyra went through a rapid path of development, and for the most part it owed
its rise to the Roman Empire. But at the same time, its rise was associated, on the one hand,
with its own economic basis, and on the other, with the aggravated military confronta-
tion between Rome and the Sassanids. That is why it is important to consider and identify
the reasons that contributed to the difficult choice of the Palmyrene rulers in the context
of the increasing weakening of the Roman Empire and the significant military successes
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. of the Persians. The involvement of a significant complex of sources, a critical approach
to academic research, hypotheses and conclusions made in different years in domestic and
foreign literature, allowed the author to identify several important factors that contributed
to the rapprochement of Rome and Palmyra and at the same time laid the foundation for the
creation of a strong state and rival, which would be the Palmyrene kingdom in the second

half of the third century.
