ALEXANDER MIKHAILOVICH KAMCHATNOV
(10.02.1952 — 09.03.2025)

Alexander Mikhailovich Kamchatnov, ScD in Philology, Full Professor, Head, General
Linguistics Department named after [.G. Dobrodomov of Moscow Pedagogical State
University, Honored Worker of Education of the Russian Federation, Honored Worker of
Moscow Pedagogical State University, Deputy Chairman of the Dissertation Council of
Moscow Pedagogical State University, brilliant scholar, teacher, organizer and popularizer of
science, passed away on March 9, 2025.
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A graduate of the Philological Faculty of Moscow State University named after
M.V. Lomonosov and the postgraduate program of the Institute of Russian Language
of the USSR Academy of Sciences, since 1987 he actively worked at the Department of
General Linguistics of Moscow Pedagogical State University, defending his doctoral
dissertation “Theoretical Foundations of Linguistic Hermeneutics and the Experience
of Its Application to the History of the Slavic Bible” (academic consultant — ScD in
Philology, Professor 1.G. Dobrodomov) in 1996 in the dissertation council of Moscow
Pedagogical State University. In his monographs, A.M. Kamchatnov substantiated
the importance of using the methods of linguistic hermeneutics and historical
criticism of the text in the practice of philological analysis of written historic texts.
A.M. Kamchatnov is well known to students and teachers of Russian universities
as the author of widely known and used in pedagogical practice textbooks on the
courses “Old Church Slavonic”, “Introduction to Linguistics” (co-authored), “Russian
Historical Word Formation”, etc. Alexander Mikhailovich paid close attention to
the course “History of the Russian Literary Language”. For this course, he created
a modern textbook, in which he focused on the principles of using the Russian
language, conditioned by the cultural and linguistic situation, and an anthology, where
he collected texts published according to strict editorial rules, cultivating in students
a taste for historical authenticity.

In the last years of his life, A.M. Kamchatnov was engaged in the creation
of a promising Internet project “Historical and Word-Formation Dictionary ‘Russian
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Drevoslov’” (http://www.drevoslov.ru), which describes in detail the derivatives
of historical roots, structured into word-families. Words inside them are given with
division into morphemes, indication of the productive base, method of word formation,
affix and its meaning. For each historical root a map is constructed indicating the
directions of word-formation development of the word and all elements of the system.
This work, it seems, should be continued by his students and colleagues.

The memory of Alexander Mikhailovich Kamchatnov, a wise mentor, attentive and fair

leader, Teacher and Citizen, will remain with us forever.
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
